The parties named above agree to the following conditions concerning this NRCC funded project.

1.  An Artists' fee of $500.00 will be paid by the NRCC to the artist on July 4, 2021.  If the Artist requires assistance with accommodations during the event, please contact the gallery 30 days prior to arrival.

2.  The responsibility for transportation and shipping to the site of the exhibition or event, and for all loading, unloading, and delivery for the exhibition/event rests with the artist.  The NRCC will provide volunteer and/or staff assistance with handling at the door and for installation.

2 (a).  The responsibility for transportation and travel from the NRCC, loading, and delivery for the Festival rests with the NRCC and the Project's organizing body. If shipping is involved, it is the responsibility of the Artist to indicate the final destination for all artworks after the Festival is over. 

3. The Event (FusionFest 2021) will take place at 176 Lakeshore Drive and in various locations in the city of North Bay. All event materials and installation materials will be removed by July 5th, 2021. The Festival, held in early July (3 days) and in late October (October 24th) will end on October 31st at midnight. All digital performances will be removed on that date.

6.  The FusionFest Jamboree will take place with the Collaborator/Performer present on Thursday, July 1st at 1 p.m. Performer/Collaborators agree to participate in the Friday Sandbox Day informal meetings and discussion and further agree to join assigned “collaborators” on the Saturday Streaming Session Day for the creation of their Collaborative Performance Fusions.

7.  It is the responsibility of the NRCC and the FusionFest Committee to film, record and stream all performances during the Friday and Saturday Sessions. These recordings, in edited and mastered form remain the property of the Collaborator/Performers. Although small clips (15 seconds or less) may be used by FusionFest for promotional purposes, copyright is retained by the Collaborator/Performers. 
8.  Publicity for the exhibition shall be the responsibility of the NRCC Promotions Committee (press releases, listings, ads, mailing, announcements, etc.). Under the terms of this contract, the Collaborator/Performer allows FusionFest to post their performances and contact information sites to all social media platforms. Please list all Artist contact sites and addresses below for the use of our Promotions team.

9.  The NRCC will provide Site and Volunteer Insurance against injury, theft or damage only for the days stated above plus one “travel” day.  Should additional insurance be required, the NRCC must be notified 30 days in advance in order for the group to make the necessary arrangements. 
10.  It is agreed that the ownership and copyright of the works created during the Festival and presented will be retained by the Collaborator/Performer.  The music, dance, song, art work, text, performance etc. will not be reproduced or copied in part or in total in any medium without the express written permission and consent of the Collaborator/Performer. The Collaborator/Performer gives permission for the reproduction/copying of created artworks for the purposes of documentation, education and publicity only.

11.  The funding for the Project named above will be the responsibility of the NRCC.  Both parties agree to lend their names and any other support to assist in obtaining funding from sponsors and grant-giving bodies.

12.  The NRCC receives a 20 percent  commission on sales of works of art. Any inquiries regarding purchase will be directed to the artist or the artists' agent.

It is further agreed that this contract is made in good faith between the Collaborator/Performer and an officer of the NRCC, both of whom have legal and binding contractual authority to enter into such agreements.

In the event that this contract should be cancelled before its completion, it is agreed that this cancellation must be with the express agreement of both parties. Neither party has the right to break this contract unilaterally. If this contract is to be cancelled, it is agreed that this cancellation will take place 30 days before the opening of the exhibition/event or before any publicity to do with the event has been issued. In the event that the Artist cancels the exhibition/event less than 30 days before the opening, he/she will reimburse the NRCC all monies spent for advertising & promotion on their behalf and will forfeit and/or reimburse all other fees, unless otherwise negotiated with the Board of Directors. Finally, it is agreed by both parties that all terms of this contract must be expressed and that there are no implied terms to this agreement.
